Each selected participant, prior to the workshop, must: (1) submit a project summary, of no more than one page in length, that has been prepared in accordance with the NSF Grant Proposal Guide (http://www.nsf.gov/publications/pub_summ.jsp?ods_key=gpg) (see page 21 of the Guide); and (2) submit a two-page biographical sketch that has been prepared in accordance with the Grant Policy Guide (see pages 23-24 for details).
